To advise UD Dealers of the necessity to pre-lubricate replacement turbochargers or following major 
engine repairs. 
 
SERVICE NOTICESERVICE NOTICESERVICE NOTICE  
 
Recent analysis of failed turbochargers has found that the turbine shaft bearings have worn prematurely 
due to a lack of lubrication. Pre-Lubricating a replacement turbocharger or a turbocharger that has been 
removed during engine repairs is strongly recommended prior to starting the engine.

Follow the steps below when replacing a turbocharger or reinstalling a turbocharger that was removed 
during engine repairs. 
 
 
 1. Pour new engine oil into the center housing through the oil inlet. 
 2. Manually rotate the turbine shaft and verify it turns freely.

 1. Do not accelerate the engine above 1,000 rpm’s immediately after starting. 
 2. Allow the engine to idle at base idle for at least 1 minute after starting to insure sufficient 
 lubrication.

 1. Always idle the engine for 3 to 5 minutes before stopping the engine to allow the turbocharger 
 to cool.    
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
